Sagt er ad filkakaupmanninum Jéni
Falck hafi verid uppsigad vid l16gmanninn Eggert Hannesson 4 Bz 4 Raudasandi og ad hann hafi
visad reningjunum 4 byli Eggerts. Pann 29. jiini komu sjéreningjarnir ad B, brutust par inn,
helszrdu einn mann og létu greipar sépa i benum og kirkjunni. Eggert sagdi sjalfur i bréfi il
Fridriks IT Danakonungs ad peir hafi sett hann nakinn upp 4 hest og haldid honum féngnum i 14
daga i kaupstadnum & Vatneyri. Par hafi peir i tveer vikur pvingad fé af honum og fleira f6lki, pint
mann einn med eldi, rent vida og lifad ,,skammarlegum lifnadi med konum og stilkum moti
peirra eigin vilja*. Pvi nzst reru reningjarnir med Eggert til Bildudals. Par var virki pyskra
kaupmanna, gert tir torfi. Reningjarnir foru upp i virkid og skutu af byssunum. Sagt er ad pd
hafi kaupmennirnir flaid i ofbodi og reningjarnir stolid 6llu steini léttara 4 Bildudal, en ekki gert
folki skada. Sidan fluttu peir Eggert yfir i kaupstadinn i Skutulsfirdi, rendu kirkjuna par,
naudgudu konum og dripu fjéra menn. Eggert 1étu peir loks lausan eftir ad pyskur skipstjéri
gekk { dbyrgd fyrir hann.
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Hobbesy i Baevat Readsandis 1579

In the year 1579, a ship arrived in Patreksfjordur with approximately 70 pirates on board.
According to the story, the falcon merchant J6n Falck led them to the lawyer, Eggert Hannesson
at Bar on Raudisandur. The reason was Jén’s grudge against Eggert. The pirates broke into Bar
on the 2% of June. They brutally attacked one man and burgled the farm as well as the church.
In a letter to Frederik II, King of Denmark, Eggert said that they had put him naked on a horse
and taken him to the town Vatneyri, where they kept him hostage for 14 days. There they
blackmailed him and other people for money, tortured a man with fire, robbed townspeople, and
lived “in a shameful way with women and girls without their consent”. The pirates sailed to a fort
made of turf, which German merchants had constructed, in Bildudalur and took Eggert with
them. They entered the fort and fired the cannons. The merchants fled as fast as they could
whilst the thieves stole everything they could get their hands on, this time, however, without
harming anyone. They then moved Eggert to the town of Skutulsfjérdur, where they robbed the
church, raped women and killed four men. They finally released Eggert when a German captninr_
vouched for him. '
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
